The Under 13’s team of Arbroath Inchcape Girls Football Club were crowned Team of the Year after becoming East of Scotland Under 13 League and Cup champions in 2008 where they retained both titles for the 2nd season running. Within this team 5 girls have been selected for the Angus Area Squad, 3 selected for the Tayside Development Squad and 4 selected for the East of Scotland Regional Squad. During 2008, 2 of the Inchcape girls were capped for Scotland at Under 15 level. The team are aiming to stay together and have now progressed to Under 15 level where they have already won the Winter League in 2008. The girls are also hoping for Scottish Cup success in the future.

Service to Sport award winner Colin Brown of Forfar Farmington Football Club has had various sporting roles since 1972 including running football teams and youth clubs which he has built up to be the dominant force for sport in the area. He received the Queens Silver Jubilee Medal in 1977 for his work with the young people of Forfar and Angus. In 1984 a girl’s team was established and they currently hold a position in the Scottish Women’s Premier League. Colin has helped raise the profile of girl’s football and led Forfar Farmington Football Club to achieve various club accreditation awards at local, national and international levels. On several occasions Colin has taken up the role of Head coach of Tayside Special Olympics and Scottish Disability football teams at numerous worldwide events. 2008 saw the development of the new Marketmuir facility and home of Forfar Farmington Football Club which Colin was the driving force behind.

The winners of the other awards were Marion Durham (Coach of the Year), Lauren McLean (Sports Personality for People with a Disability) and Keir McNicoll (Sports Personality of the Year)
